Introduction to Project:
Lakeview Apartments a proposed 37-unit new construction to be located at 835 W. Addison in the Lakeview neighborhood of Chicago.  The development will be 100% affordable and mobility accessible. OTR will develop the building so that mobility-impaired adults will have access to housing alternatives where they can direct their own care and live independently in a residential community, as opposed to an institutional setting.  Any personal care they may need will be self-directed, but with the assistance from a well-staffed resident service program that provides many quality of life and concierge services.  

The building will model an independent apartment building but be customized to be universally-designed and barrier-free.  OTR-design far exceeds current ADA standards.  Specific features will include roll-in showers, pull-under sinks, accessible appliances, lower switches/outlets, windows and door handles.  The building will also incorporate a variety of common space and market rate amenities.  

The proposed project is a new construction, six story, 37-unit building.  All of the units are one-bedrooms, fully accessible and will be 575 square feet, with each floor having between five and six units. The second floor will include a laundry and offices.  The site is being acquired from Lakeview Lutheran Church and the existing building will be demolished. In exchange for donating the property, the church will use part of the first floor for Sunday services and special events.  On the remaining days of the week, the first floor will be used as flexible common space for the building, which includes a small prep kitchen, restrooms and an open area for seating, programming, and events. 

The site will have 12 parking spaces, including 2 handicapped spaces, a loading area, and an exterior paved patio with landscaped lawn. 10 spaces are covered with direct access to the building, and all landscaping will be regionally appropriate. The structure will be a steel and concrete deck platform with light gauge metal wall and floor framing above, all non-combustible construction. Exterior finishes are proposed to be brick masonry at the Ground Floor and Community space, synthetic stucco at the upper floors, aluminum-clad windows, and aluminum storefront. The building will seek Green certification that will include Energy Star appliances, lights, and fans; high-efficiency mechanical systems, and a high-performance exterior building envelope. All unit bathrooms and kitchens will be constructed to be fully accessible.

The project has the same team and approach as Southwick Place (2015), located in Matteson, and Midtown Crossing (2018) in Des Plaines. ABC News did a spotlight on OTR in 2016, please see http://abc7chicago.com/society/non-profit-housing-program-offers-accessible-affordable-living-options/797339/. 

The Neighborhood:
The site is located in Lakeview, a few blocks east of Wrigley Field, and is a unique opportunity to build Permanent Supportive Housing in an opportunity area community. The neighborhood is mostly residential, with a mix of retail, services, and restaurants along Addison, Halsted and Clark.  The site has excellent access to amenities including two full-service grocery stores (Jewel Osco and Whole Foods Market) and a pharmacy all within a few blocks. There are many retail, restaurant and service options within a few blocks of the site and excellent public transportation access to all areas of the city as well as the northern suburbs. There are also four hospitals within a 10 minute drive of the site and lakefront park access at Irving Park Road, four blocks north of the site. A library branch and the post office are also within one mile of the site.  The site also has excellent access to transportation. CTA bus lines run along Addison, Halsted and Clark and the CTA Redline stop, which is handicapped accessible, is two blocks from the site. There are also bus stops on Addison one block to the west and a bus stop on Halsted approximately 2 blocks to the east.
